ENERGY AUDIT

Bob Littlefield had an energy audit done on the building. As a result we have the opportunity to make some
changes, and save money at the same time. We were given a proposal to have the three compressors for our walk
-in cooler, Beer Cooler, and Beer Keg Cooler to be replaced, along with most lights in the building. The lights in the
gymnasium are not part of this.

The cost would be $14,240, and the electric company will pay $4,648 of this leaving us to owe $9,592. The items
being replaced have useful life of 13 years. Our power savings assuming no inflation will be $2,002 a year or
$26,028 over the 13 years. Loans for this type of project are typically 0% to 2%. Assuming a 0% loan for 58
months, our monthly electricity savings will be $166.85. The monthly payment on the loan would be $165.38, for a
net savings of $1.47 for the first 58 months, and the full $166.85 each month after that. Not included is a one time
tax deduction for becoming more energy efficient. The ROl is 21%. Bob Littlefield has the breakdown for each item
being replaced, which can be reviewed at anytime.

Our current compressors will not last mush longer and use a lot of energy due to their age. Bob has priced the
compressors to be $5,000 each to replace. We would like to be proactive and take advantage of all the savings we
are eligible for, and not wait for the compressors or lights to stop working, and have to scramble and pay higher
prices for replacement. Please be sure to attend the April Meeting, so we can have a quorum to vote on this.
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
